Indeed, inclusion on the list can
equate to millions of dollars in revenue
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Harrington said his company gener-
ated about $3.5 million in sales with
the state as a result being on the pre-
vious list, and he expects to bring in
between $4 million to $6 million next

“The rate we can charge the state is
as good or better than the rate we can
charge the private sector,” he said.
- Companies are selected for the list
based on criteria, such as number of
years in business, credit history and
client references.
. Dick Moreaunt, a technology and of-
fice procurement official with the state,
said a panel of department heads, such
as chief information officers for vari-
ous cities and towns, determines which
companies will be selected.
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
